GUIDELINES FOR STUDENT WORKSHOP AUDITIONS AT
KMTA CONFERENCES
Students may become eligible to attend the Student Workshop Auditions at the KMTA Conference by recommendation of an auditor at a local Student Workshop or receiving a superior rating at a local Student Workshop.  Students in grades K-6 at the time of the local association’s workshop/rally are eligible to participate at KMTA Workshop.  
TIME OF AUDITION:  Auditions will begin at 12:00 pm (noon) on the Saturday of the conference.  Two or three recitals including all participating students will be held at approximately 3:00, 4:00, and/or 5:00 p.m.  During registration, we will make certain that teachers’ names are removed or covered on the students’ music and that measures or beginning of systems are numbered. 

RECTIAL:  All students performing in the auditions will participate in the recital.  The judge/auditor will select one of the pieces heard in the audition to be performed in the recital. 

FEES:  The entry fee for students is $15.  The student’s teacher must be a current KMTA member.  Non-member teachers should include a $20 teacher fee.  The student’s entry fee is to be enclosed with his/her application and is non-refundable.  Teachers should submit one check for all his/her students’ fees.  

ENTRY DEADLINE:  See website: www.kymta.org/workshop.html 

PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS:  General Guidelines—all music must be performed by memory.  Only original compositions (no transcriptions or simplified versions of pieces) for solo performances are allowed.  The pieces performed must conform to the repertoire guidelines of the Student Workshops.  An original copy of the music must be given to the judge for the audition.  Therefore, it would be appreciated if teachers having students using the same books/sheets could have an original copy for each student.  No Xeroxed copies are allowed unless accompanied by written permission of the copyright holder. 

REPERTOIRE REQUIREMENTS:  The student shall play two pieces in contrasting styles.  Each piece must be at least 16 measures in length.  These pieces are not necessarily the same as those performed at the local Student Workshop, but they must conform to the same repertoire guidelines.  The student may elect to perform additional pieces within the given time limit. 
Students with 1-2 years of study:  maximum performance time is 5 minutes

Students with 3-4 years of study:  maximum performance time is 6 minutes

Students with 5 or more years of study:  maximum performance time is 8 minutes.
